Can it float oh
water?

o Look at animals in Viking art. Can you design and draw an imaginary beast to make a
fantastic pattern?

o Look at King Alfred’'s piedge: ‘| desired to live worthily as long as | lived, and to leave
after my life, to the men who should come after me, the memory of me in good works'.
Write a pledge — how would you like to be remembered in the future?
