We are pleased to invite you all to our Writing Parent Event on Tuesday 20th January 2026 at 6pm. This event is a 

parent only information meeting where you will learn all about how we become writers here in Reception, at Silsden 

Primary School.  

 

Back at the start of the school year we hosted a meeting about the Early Years curriculum and the importance we 

placed on parent partnerships. We also offered a Reading and Phonics meeting for you, to support your child at 

home. This next meeting will be the next stage on your child’s journey. Your involvement at this Writing Meeting is 

sure to make a real positive impact on your child’s early writing development.  

 

The aim of the above events is to provide you with the following; 

- Knowledge of what early writing is 

- Differentiate between mark making and writing 

- Find out how we teach writing in Reception
